The Centre for Environmental Information and Education is established in year 1994 with the mission to increase the information provision, to raise awareness and provide education and training to the citizens, volunteers and members of NGOs and institutions representatives in Bulgaria on the environmental subjects and problems, to encourage the efficient use of the natural resources and the sustainable development on local, national and regional level.

PRIMARY GOALS OF THE SOCIETY:
· To increase the public awareness on the environmental subjects and problems;

· To promote and facilitate public participation in the decision-making process for environment-related issues at local, regional, national and international levels;

· To assist NGOs, local stakeholders and citizens in access to information and justice for environment and development issues;

· To stop or alter projects that destroy or damage environment, and promote and propose sustainable development alternatives that save nature.

FOR ACHIEVING OUR GOALS WE APPLY FOLLOWIN APPROACHES:
· search, collection, summarization and publishing information about environmental problems;

· official correspondence and applying the legal procedures for access to information;

· preparation of independent expert assessments, participation and organization of discussions, consultative public meetings and hearings on environmental problems;

· organizing and carrying out workshops, seminars, meetings and trainings on environment topics and capacity building for representatives of local NGOs, municipality administrations and entrepreneurs on environmental subjects;

· preparation, publication and dissemination to general public informational materials and papers on effective use of resources and pollution prevention;

· development of analysis and research reports on different areas and aspects of sustainable development; preparation and provision investigations of projects, programmes, strategies and proposals for sustainable alternatives on energy, transport, water problems (including Danube basin), wastes, alternative tourism;

· monitoring of activities, policies and programmes of IFIs and EU funds;

· organizing and carrying out public awareness campaigns, actions, lobby activities, and other direct and non-direct activities on local, national and international level;

· takes part in decision making and undertake legal procedures when necessary;

· conducts law-suits against institutional acts that violate environmental legislation in Bulgaria;

· coordination and/or support of local NGO activities countrywide and partnership with other NGOs on national and international level, incl. creation of ad-hoc coalitions;
· continuous partnership with local and national media, carrying out PR and media campaigns;
· cooperation and consultations with representatives of official institutions, businesses and associations;
· individual consultations for citizens, NGO representatives and other interested local stakeholders;
· increasing the qualification of the members and volunteers of the organization and improving the organizational scheme of CEIE.
MAIN PROGRAMMES IMPLEMENTED: 

· Public participation, access to information and justice and awareness raising about the environment, nature protection and sustainable development. Support for local NGOs, citizens groups and individuals to implement and apply the existing mechanisms for access to information and justice. Initiatives for improvement the participatory process in decision making and transparency. Provision of information and sharing experience for pollution and climate change prevention on local level;
· CEE BankWatch – for monitoring of the activities of International Financial Institutions concerning the environmental and social coherence with national and EU legislation and their own policies whereas such policies do exist; 

· Danube Basin – awareness raising and encouraging the integrated water management, applying the basin approach, public participation in the decisions making processes, development of alternative sustainable and cost-effective practices for water pollution reduction, wetlands management and flood risk management; 

· Western Stara Planina and NATURA 2000 implementation – encouraging sustainable practices and support for development of transborder partnership, establishment of Nature Park, increasing capacities of local NGOs, entrepreneurs and municipality administrations for projects preparation and development of alternative tourism, sustainable agriculture and forest practices, management of protected territories. Building cooperation among various stakeholders with regard the establishment of the NATURA 2000 EU Ecological Network in Bulgaria, development relevant standard documentation, data base and maps, elaboration stakeholder friendly information materials and recommendations. Communication, information and consultation for the local interested parties.

For achieving our goals we rely on the collaboration of large quarter of volunteers, NGO members and independent experts from the country. We work with organisations from numerous countries in Europe and America. CEIE is a member of CEE Bankwatch network, Danube Environmental Forum and European Environmental Bureau.

The actual projects of the organisation are developed through employing experts and volunteers. The membership is voluntary. Board consisting of five people takes the decisions while an executive director is responsible for co-ordination and financial management. The General Assembly - the superior body is convoked annually.
